The Historic Preservation Division (HPD) has reviewed the submitted information concerning the
above referenced project, Our comments are offered to assist the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and
its applicants in complying with the provisions of Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of
1966, as amended (NHPA).

Based on the information submitted, HPD finds that no archaeological resources that are listed in or
eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) will be affected by the proposed
undertaking, as defined in 36 CFR Part 800.4(d)(1). HPD concurs that Site 1 (Resource L-3-1) appears to be
eligible for the NRHP as a historic agricultural complex in Ashburn and that Site 2 is not eligible for the
NRHP. HPD does not concur with the recommendation that Site 3 is not eligible for the NRHP. It is HPD’s
opinion that Site 3 also appears eligible for the NRHP as it appears to have significance as a gabled wing house
with associated agricultural fields and/or orchards and a historic barn. Furthermore, HPD agrees that the
proposed undertaking will have no adverse effect on the NRHP-eligible agricultural complexes at Site 1 and
3, as defined in 36 CFR Part 800.5(d)(1), based on the nature of the proposed activity.
